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Abstract 
It is widely accepted that Information and Communication Technology (ICT) promotes efficiency in communication and as a result, 

brings increased effectiveness in the process of engineering construction.  It is inconceivable that today’s large and complex 

construction projects with the vast volume of planning, design, cost and scheduling information processed can be run at the 

necessary speed without using ICT.  This is especially true in today’s global context.  In this presentation, globalization is viewed as 

a process of integration and ICT as a tool that can effectively promote integration in design and construction.  In this seminar, ICT’s 

potentials across different levels of integration – informational, organizational and contractual in the design and construction 

industry will be critically examined.  Opportunities and challenges facing engineering and construction organizations will be 

outlined conceptually by illustrating a widely known ICT product, Building Information Modeling, or BIM as it is commonly 

known.   
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
