Structural Health Monitoring (SHM) and Nondestructive Testing (NDT) are being increasingly advocated for 

bridge owners to complement or replace the visual inspection of bridges and to assist in effective bridge 

management. This presentation will discuss SHM and its components, and SHM use for bridge management 

applications. It also explores the inter-relationship and differences between NDT and SHM, using some 

commonly used NDT methods, to explore the reasons for under-utilization of NDT methods. 
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
